What is it?

Lassos and Hairbows is an easy way for you to earn extra money for your nearly-new, high quality, gently-worn children’s
items and maternity wear. It is much easier than a garage sale and much more profitable than a consignment shop.

You simply select the items you wish to sell, bring them to Lassos and Hairbows, and we sell them for you! You will receive a
check within 7 business days for 65% of total sold, minus a $5.00 consignor fee! The remaining 35% will be returned to the
community through the CJWC’s numerous community service projects.

In addition, consignors with 15 items or more and volunteers with a minimum of 2 hours of service get first pick at an
exclusive pre-sale. Keep reading for full information about how you can volunteer and earn a pre-sale pass.

Getting Started . . . a Quick Guide

1. Read this packet in its entirety.

2. Request a consignor number. Returning consignors just let us know you’ll be with us
again!

3. Gather the items you wish to sell.

4. Wash clothes, clean toys, and generally inspect items to ensure they meet the merchan-

dise guidelines below.

Gather index cards, silver safety pins, black pen, and red marker for tagging.

Label all items according to labeling guidelines on the following page.

Separate clothes by gender and size. Next hold each group with the hangers together.

Tie a plastic shopping bag around the top of the hanger or use a rubber band to keep

each group separate.

8. If you want to pick up unsold items at sale’s end, gather enough boxes/bins to hold your
items for collection at the end of the sale. Put your seller ID# on two sides of the box/bin.

9. Drop off completed seller's agreement, merchandise, and collection boxes during drop-
off times and pick up your pre-sale pass!

10. Pick up unsold items or give them to local charities.

11. Sit back and wait for your check to arrive by mail!

Suggested Merchandise

If you have any questions about the following guidelines, please ask in advance of the sale. ltems not meeting guidelines
may be refused at t Bantad muinbed and enail are listédiompage 1 of this packet.

Acceptable Merchandise

Children’s clothing of all seasons will be accepted at this sale!

Accessories: shoes, slippers, belts, hats, pajamas, hair bows, etc.

Toys, games, puzzles, rattles, Barbie dolls, action figures, computer games, dress up outfits, costumes, etc.

Dance, gymnastics, karate oulffits, etc.

Books, Books, Books!!!

Bedding and other Room Decor: crib sheets, comforter sets, linens, framed prints, decor, etc.

Baby equipment like bottles, pacifiers, rattles, changing pads, diapers, bibs, burp cloths, diaper bags, nursery items,
diaper warmers, Boppy, etc.

For mom: labor & delivery books, nursing tops, breast pumps, nursing pillows, books, nursing slings, etc.

Baby gear: Strollers, activity centers, bouncy seats, play pens, bassinets, high chairs, bathtubs, potties, swings, car
seats, booster seats, Bumbo seats, etc.

Children’s Furniture: bedroom furniture, cribs, lamps, chairs, rocking chairs, etc.

Outdoor: sports equipment, yard towns, swing sets, slides, sand boxes, bicycles, riding toys, wagons

Unacceptable Merchandise (We reserve the right to refuse any item.)
Juniors and adult clothing
No missing buttons, broken snaps, tears or stains on the clothing
No tears or coloring in books
All items must not be on the current recall list. Check www.recalls.gov__ for all the current recall information.
No undergarments.
Out of date, unclean or stained clothes that look really worn or torn. We reserve the right to refuse items.
No car seat over 3 years old, been in accident or on the recall list. Check www.recalls.gov__ before selling.

Limited

Stuffed Animals: Only collectible or particularly unique or recognizable characters, in new condition, stuffed animals
will be accepted.

Maternity Clothes: Limit maternity items to popular styles. All maternity must be clearly marked “MATERNITY” in the
first line of the description.



How to label your Merchandise . . . and Why we do it this way

Use 3x5 index cards (not plain paper) VERTICALLY (use the whole card; do not cut). Cards must be filled out according

to diagram below. Place the pin at the top of the card. This will

enable us to simply cut the card at check-out

rather than remove the pin. HORIZONTAL cards will not be accepted. NEW! You may also download a tag template
for printing on cardstock, or download an excel spreadsheet that will make the tags for you by going to

our website at www.lassosandhairbows.com.

Why? This serves as a uniform method of processing several cards.

Price items ONLY in $1.00 units (i.e. $1.00, $5.00, etc). Be priced to sell! Even the newest items should not be priced
at more than 1/2 original retail price. To determine an appropriate price, start at 1/2 price and work your way down
according to age and wear. 1/3 of the retail price is normally a good target range.

Why? We want all your items to SELL, SELL, SELL!

Bring only items you would purchase for your child. Items that are torn, soiled, outdated, or missing parts will not be
accepted. We reserve the right to turn down any item that does not meet Lassos and Hairbows’ standards.
Why? We want to uphold the highest quality standard for our sale!

Sizing codes are: 0-3m, 3m, 3-6m, 6m, 9m, 12m, 18m, 24m, 2T, 3T, 4T, 4, 5, 6, 6x, 7, 8, 10, 12, 14, 16, 18 and 20.
Why? This enables us to more quickly place items on the racks and helps customers to locate items in their size

range. Other sizes are not accepted, ie juniors, misses, mens.

1/2 Price Sale: Items not sold by 12 p.m. on Saturday may be included in the half price sale. If you wish for any of
your items NOT to be included in the special price reduction, please place the letters “ND” in RED above the price as
shown in the diagram. Items without an “ND” distinction will be offered at 1/2 price beginning at noon on Saturday.
Why? Half price is better than nothing! Why not give yourself a better chance of moving that merchandise at the end

of the day?

Hang clothes on appropriate— sized hangers FACING
LEFT like a question mark.

Why? This provides a uniform method of

shopping; customers can remove items of

their choice quickly from the racks.

Pin index card to top, right corner of the garment,
when it is facing you, with MEDIUM, silver
safety pins. No straight or tiny gold pins.
(SEE DIAGRAM RIGHT)
Why? Tiny gold pins and straight pins are
not secure and may cause your tag to fall off.
With a tag, we can’t sell it so you can’t get paid for it!

Place loose pieces or parts in Ziploc bag and
securely fasten the bag (clear packing tape,
rubber band, safety pin, etc.) to the main
item.

Why? Misplaced items and/or items without
price tags cannot be sold.

Place other items, such as shoes, bibs, bottles,
bows, etc. in Ziploc bags. Tape the upper 1/3 of completed tag
to the outside of the bag using clear tape.
Why? Small items are easy to loose, placing them in bags
ensures you get a sale and we know who to send the
profits.

Pre-Sale

There are 2 ways to earn a pass to the early bird pre-sale:
1. Sellers who consign at least 15 accepted items will be given ONE pass to the pre-sale at drop off.
2. Volunteers who help us work at the sale a minimum of 2 hours will be given ONE pass to the pre-sale.

Consign at least 15 items & volunteer a minimum of 2 hours and be the first to shop by entering the presale one hour early at 6:30!!!

Volunteers will be chosen by sale organizers and are available until filled.

Lassos & Hairbows Top 10 Odds & Ends

Make sure tags are SECURELY attached to items and that all separate pieces are attached to one another.

2. Write CLEARLY and LEGIBLY! Neatness counts!

3. Items that are soiled, stained, OUT OF DATE, out of season, missing parts, or otherwise undesirable will not be accepted. NO
EXCEPTIONS! We reserve the right to pull items from the sale floor that do not meet Lassos and Hairbows standards at any
time during sale. We will begin enforcing this rule more strictly this sale.

4. Iltems must be correctly and completely tagged PRIOR to arrival. Your items MUST be accompanied by a completed Seller’s

Agreement, which is enclosed. Your items MUST be sorted by gender and size PRIOR to arrival. We suggest putting together

same sized and gender items, then tying a small garbage bag or wrapping a rubber band around the hangers to keep them

together until arrival. MERCHANDISE CANNOT WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER DROP OFF TIMES!

Checks will be mailed within 7 business days! Watch for that 65% check!

Make sure that toys have batteries if required; customers want to know if they work!

NO stuffed animals, except collectibles and recognizable characters. “Generic” stuffed animals just don’t sell.

Hang all garments so the total piece/set can be seen without unfolding or removing part of the set.

NEW! You must bring boxes/bins with your number on two sides if you are not donating to charity, so that we can gather your

items at the end of the sale for pickup.

10. Bring a laundry basket to aid in shopping!
